So here we are in June. The summer is 
coming and summer things come to mind.  

Hurricane season has started and the humidity is coming fast. 
But thatôs nothing new. 

Yet those of us that call LOD our full-time home love it and 
always look forward to a glorious summer in South Florida. 

Our May 14 Board of Directors meeting was pretty 
interesting and here is a brief summary: 

Our CERT program has gotten back on its feet. Roy Filinson 
has agreed to volunteer as leader and will take charge once he 
finishes his certification class. Many thanks to Roy for agreeing 
to give up some of his personal time to lead the group.  Right 
now, we have four certified volunteers and four more currently 
training.  We have a resident with a ham radio lined up to 
provide ham radio services as needed and several more 
residents are hoping to take the certification course in the fall. 

We do need two or three building captains in each building to 
check on the welfare of their residents immediately following 
an event and report back to the CERT team.  This does not take 
a lot of time and effort and can help a friend and neighbor in 
distress.  Please consider it and provide the names of any 
captains to Roy or Janet Santoro. We will even provide building 
captains check off forms to show every apartment has been 
visited. Itôs really very easy. 

The LOD board is researching ñpoolingò our reserve funds.  
This simply means combining all reserve funds into one 
account and being able to utilize the combined money for any 
reserve related item instead of specific line item reserve items.  
We strongly recommend any association interested in this to 
discuss this with their property manager, accountant and or 
attorney. We are not advising any association to do it but are 
merely suggesting you might consider researching it to 
determine if it benefits your Associations. 

Our Comcast committee and Ron have gotten Comcast to agree 
to run fiber optic cable into each unit as per their contract with 
us.  This is simple for our two-story buildings and board 
member John Callanan showed several illustrations how this 
will be accomplished at the Waters Edge Buildings.  Thank 
you, John and Ron, for your tenacity in getting this negotiated. 
We will advise when implementation will begin. This should 
increase broadband capacity inside each unit and possibly 
decrease pixelization and other service issues. We are excited 
about this upgrade for the entire community. 

The stained pavers by the barbeques are getting a little better 
but are still having grease spilled on them.  I promised I will not 
be worn down on this issue so once again I am asking everyone 

to just be more careful and pretend this is your home, which it 
is. 

The big news of the month is that the Clubhouse Renovation 
committee has completed its evaluation of the three decorators 
and a presentation was made to the Board and guests at the last 
agenda meeting. A copy of samples of the three decoratorsô 
work was distributed by Ron in a blast so everyone could see 
the quality and ideas each designer was bringing to LOD. A 
vote was held at the May 14 election and the winner is not 
being disclosed since this is being written before the meeting.  
However, by now everyone should know who the decorator the 
board has voted to retain. We are hoping to have a contract 
signed any day and then will proceed to negotiate a contract 
with the selected contactor and have that no later then the end 
of June. At that point the architect will commence with 
drawings to submit to the PBC Building Department to obtain 
the required permits. Contrary to the usual rumors you may hear 
at the pool (of course) we are completely on schedule and are 
spending a lot of time on the details.  We hope to start working 
with the designer of choice and volunteer committee to start 
deciding on the actual design and finishes. The committee and 
the board is spending a lot of time on details before the work 
starts with the belief that preplanning is the key to this 
successful project. It is our intention that anyone walking into 
the clubhouse will say ñWOWò. It is also our intention to wrap 
the outside lift project into the Clubhouse renovation project, 
each funded separately. At the agenda meeting we talked about 
a couple of wish list items if the money holds out. There are no 
plans to exceed the amount being assessed to all residents. 

One of the big complaints we full timers had was that there 
were not enough LOD sponsored events during the summer due 
to the decreased population. Amanda gave us an idea of the 
events she is planning and they all sound great.  Once again, we 
thank Amanda for her expertise and experience in bringing 
entertainment to LOD in the summer as well as all year round. 

Last but not least, Anthony and his crew continue to make our 
common grounds and property always look clean and neat  and 
up to date. I have personally heard many guests compliment us 
on how great our property looks. 

Bingo is starting fifteen minutes earlier and ending earlier, 
which seems to be appreciated by attendees.  Sue C. and Sue D. 
intend on continuing Bingo all summer as long as we have the 
volunteers to make the event possible. The Bingo Babes are 
continuing to think of new games to keep all players engaged 
and excited. 

The Pickleball shade structure has been ordered and design and 
fabrication has begun. Its going to be a killer when it is 
completed. 

Board member Mike Palais has agreed to head up our Health 
and Safety committee when he returns and will work with Ron 
and Anthony to make LOD as safe as we can. 

A big shout out to Ron Nolan, our community manager, for 
everything he does every day. It wasnôt until I became president 
did I understand the true scope of Ronôs daily responsibilities 
and how well he performs them.  

Although there are no board meetings during the summer, 
please rest assured that your Board of Directors is just as 
relentless during the summer season as we are the rest of the

The Alliance meeting on May 7th focused on Hurricane 
Preparedness. Hurricane season begins the first week of June. 
The forecast from the Division of Emergency Management is 
that we are expecting 17 storms that could affect us this season. 
Normal expectations are 14 storms for the season, so, they are 
predicting a busy time. 

There are some things that you can do to plan ahead, besides 
stocking up on food, water and supplies.

Keep important documents and some cash in a 
waterproof container (zip lock bags work great) and sign up for 
AlertPBC at readypbc.com.

FIBER OPTICS:  

Why do we need fiber optics?  Fiber optics are the latest 
technology for data transfer for the internet and video.  Fiber 
optics transmission is conducted with light as opposed to 
electricity that is used in coaxial cabling.  Because fiber optics 
do not use electricity, there is less chance of mechanical 
breakdown or data interruption.  It is simply put, more reliable. 
Based on what Iôve heard from others, fiber optics should go a 
long way to improving system reliability.   

Although no one at Comcast will give a definitive answer, it is 
suspected that much of our service interruptions (pixelating and 
screen freezes) are caused by a breakdown in either the existing 
coaxial cable or the mechanical transfer connections that send 
the signals to our condos.   

On 1/3/2021 we began a 10 year contract with Comcast to 
provide services and equipment to our community. The contract 
includes installation and upgrades of our equipment to include 
FIBER OPTICS INSTALLATION TO THE RESIDENCES. 
We are now in year 5 and the fiber optics portion of the 
contract have not been installed. We need to get the level of 
equipment and service that we are paying for.   

The engineering staff at Comcast acknowledge and have agreed 
to complete the installation of the fiber optics to the individual 
units. The work involved is extensive. All cabling will be 
buried in conduit or run in paintable raceways up the rear of our 
buildings.  Fiber optic cables are very fragile and cannot be run 
in the existing conduit that is in our buildings.  The existing 
conduit is almost 40 years old and has collapsed in places 
making it impossible to route new cabling thru the conduit.   

The project is expected to take up to 6 months to complete.  

 

HOW TO SET UP HBO MAX:  

I thought this might be a good idea to outline my experience 
with setting up HBO Max which is now included in our new 
Comcast account. 

You must have a smart TV and smart phone to get through this 
process.  When you open the HBO network on On Demand, it 
wants you to set up a user name and password to watch any of 
the Max movies (others movies are shown at no charge).  Open 
the subscribe feature and a 6 digit code appears.  The next step 
is to download the HBO Max  App on a smart phone or 
computer. The App  has two options, the top one calls for "third 
party" subscriptions and the bottom once again wants you to set 
up a password and pay.  Use the top feature and put in your first 
and last name and the 6 digit code provided on the TV.   

To play a movie in HBO Max, open the app on the phone/
computer and select the movie you want and press play.  The 
upper right hand corner of the app should show a "cast" box, 
when pressed should show the TV you want to watch the movie 
on.  The movie should play on your TV provided the TV is a 
smart TV and is connected to the same internet connection as 
the phone/computer.  You cannot just play a Max movie on the 
TV or it will take you through the same password setup process 
again.

Pool and Barbecue 
The summer season is upon us and that means a steady 
increase in the use of the pool and BBQ area, with residents 
taking advantage of the amenities during the warmer months. 
The sling swatches and umbrella colors have not been voted on 
as of now, but hopefully we will complete this project by 
summers end. 

The BBQ area is such a great gathering spot for friends and 
neighbors. Again I need to mention the NO GLASS RULE, 
and please be more diligent avoiding grease spills on the 
pavers. 

Note the small shoe rack that has been placed near the spa for 
placement of shoes, due to the heat of the pavers. 

Dog Decorum: Tips for Dog Owners 

Always Pick Up After Your Dog: 
Picking up waste from your dog is by far the #1 dog etiquette rule, 
because dogsô waste can spread disease, is harmful to the 
environment, and not picking it up is just plain gross. Donôt 
aggravate other dog owners or neighbors walking outside ï pick it 
up and toss it away in your HOA dumpster. If your dog has an 
accident in the catwalk, elevator or common walking path, it is your 
job to clean it up.  

Control Their Barking: 
There is no bigger pet peeve for your neighbors than a dog that 
barks uncontrollably. Usually this occurs when someone knocks on 
the door, or they hear someone in the hallway that startles them. But 
barking can also happen when youôre away, because theyôre sad, 
bored, or just miss you. If you have received noise complaints from 
neighbors, take it seriously and figure out what is causing your dog 
to bark.  

Keep Them on a Short Leash in the Community and in 
Your Condo Building: 
I love my dog, you love your dog; but not everyone in the LOD is a 
dog lover. Residents may be afraid, allergic or just donôt like dogs. 
Keeping your dog on a leash (preferably a short one) is the 
courteous thing to do, but it is also the law in Palm Beach County. 
Itôs also important when coming into entryways, catwalks, common 
areas, and elevators that your leash is short (i.e. 3- 4 feet) and that 
you donôt let your dog charge into spaces or jump on residents. No 
retractable leases only 5 foot maximum.  Not every dog wants to 
meet your dog. When you are in a situation where you cannot avoid 
other dogs, ensure your leash is kept short. That way no interactions 
between dogs can happen. If a dog happens to show that he wants 
space, the best thing to do is keep moving past the dog. Stopping 
and allowing your dog to fixate will only make the situation 
worse. If you know other dog owners who have dogs that are 
friendly and they like to meet: that is great!  

Play by the ñCommon Areaò Rules: 
LOD has common areas which are shared spaces where both 
residents and dogs interact. Itôs not a personal playground, so play 
by the rules of the condo and be a good neighbor. When walking 
around the community counterclockwise, your dog should be on 
your right side along the grass (common area). The grass area and 
tall hedges on your left (in front of the condo parking lots) are 
private property.  Itôs dangerous to walk your dog along the tall 
hedges because aside to being exposed to pesticides, they may end 
up in a fight with a wild goose, squirrel, or raccoon. NO ESA dogs 
on the pool deck. 

Avoid Wandering: 
Always keep an eye on your dog to make sure they donôt wander or 
run onto private property. As you walk them, keep them close to 
you, especially when you are talking on your cell phone. 

Just a Friendly Reminder - The Lakes of Delray is a NO Pet 
Community: All Service and ESA dogs must be registered with the 
LOD Property Management Office prior to entry into the premises. Dog 
owners must provide to the Property Manager the following documents 
(required by Florida State law): Florida Mental Health Care provider 
prescription/letter for the ESA dog or certification/letter qualifying the 
service dog, Palm Beach County dog license along with current rabies 
vaccination paperwork. Dogs without these qualifying documents may 
be treated as a pet for purposes of LOD policies.
