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ATTENTION RESIDENTS 
There are only two phone lines on the guest authorization 
system. This is an improvement over the previous system which 
only had one. In spite of the extra line, you may get a busy 
signal, particularly on busy mornings like Monday through 
Wednesday. Be patient and call again after waiting a minute or 
two. If you are unable to reach the system after multiple tries, 
you can call the office or the Clubhouse guard. DO NOT go over 
to the Guardhouse yourself. 

GUEST AUTHORIZATION 
Please remember that all guests must be called in, or on your 
guest list to gain entry to the community. Calling the guest 
authorization system requires that the phone number your are 
calling from is registered in our database in order to avoid the 
requirement to enter your phone number and security code 
when using that system. Anytime you change a phone number, 
be certain the call the office and update the number on record.
